
EDITING I MAGES IN A CSS 

TEMPLATE ðRESIZING & 

ROUNDED CORNERS

Using free online software to edit and replace 

existing images in a CSS template.

THIS CSS TEMPLATE HAS A MAIN IMAGE USED AS A

BACKGROUND TO A DIV . TO REPLACE THIS IMAGE , YOU NEED TO

MAKE SURE YOUR IMAGE IS THE SAME SIZE AND HAS ROUNDED

CORNERS .



YOU NEED TO FIND THE IMAGE IN THE

TEMPLATE THAT YOU WANT TO REPLACE . THIS

IMAGE IS LYING INSIDE òDIV #LOGOó



I F YOU GO TO THE MODIFY STYLE WINDOW , 

YOU CAN FIND THE IMAGES NAME (IMG 01), SO

YOU CAN COPY ITõS ATTRIBUTES , LIKE SIZEé



òIMG01ó IS IN THE IMAGES FOLDER . RIGHT -CLICK ON THE

IMAGE , THEN SELECT òOPEN WITHéó FROM THE DROP-DOWN

MENU . CHOOSE M ICROSOFT PICTURE MANAGER AND LET IT

OPEN .



THIS IS THE M ICROSOFT PICTURE MANAGER

WINDOW . CLICK òRESIZEó TO FIND THE EXACT

SIZE OF THE IMAGE .



NOW IT SHOWS THE IMAGEõS SIZE IN PIXELS (900 X

250 PIXELS ). YOU NEED TO KNOW THIS SO YOUR

REPLACEMENT IMAGE IS THE SAME SIZE .



I N FINDING A REPLACEMENT , YOU NEED TO CONSIDER WHAT IMAGE

WOULD MATCH THE COLOR SCHEME OF THE TEMPLATE . WHILE YOU

COULD CHANGE THE COLOR SCHEME , IT WOULD DEFEAT THE PURPOSE

OF USING THE TEMPLATE IN THE FIRST PLACE .

For example, I have to 

consider the green 

background and black 

headers.



FIND A REPLACEMENT IMAGE YOU LIKE IN GOOGLE

IMAGES (OR WHEREVER ). YOU NEED TO CHOOSE AN

IMAGE THAT IS LARGE ENOUGH TO THE ORIGINAL .

The image here is too 

small (stretching it 

out to fit would look 

distorted). The frog 

image is larger and 

can be cropped to fit 

the dimensions.



ONCE YOU CLICK ON THE IMAGE , YOU GET THIS

PAGE . CLICK ON òSEE FULL SIZE IMAGEó TO

DOWNLOAD THE PICTURE FILE .

This image is a .jpg file 

(Most common format). 

You can use other 

formats, but some might 

cause issues. Give it a try 

and then find another one 

if it doesnõt work.



RIGHT -CLICK ON THE IMAGE AND òSAVE

PICTURE ASéó TO YOUR COMPUTER .



THIS WINDOW APPEARS . SAVE IT TO YOUR

COMPUTER .



GIVEN THE PICTURE I CHOSE IS NOT PROPORTIONAL (SQUARE RATHER

THAN LONG RECTANGLE ) IõM GOING TO CROP IT IN WINDOWS PHOTO

GALLERY . CLICK òFIX,ó THEN òCROPó THEN DRAG THE BOX AS YOU

WANT AND CLICK òAPPLY.ó



HEREõS THE RESULT ðRECTANGLE PICTURE FILE THAT I CAN

NOW RESIZE PROPORTIONALLY TO THE DIMENSIONS OF THE

TEMPLATE PICTURE .

YOUR IMAGE FILE .
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THIS WINDOW APPEARS . FIND YOUR IMAGE

FILE AND CLICK òOPEN.ó



YOUR FILE SHOULD SHOW IN THE òSELECT

PICTUREó SPACE. THEN CLICK òBROWSE.ó



CLICK THE CUSTOM SIZE BULLET . THEN ENTER

THE RESIZING DIMENSIONS YOU NEED AND

CHANGE IT FROM òPERCENTAGEó TO òPIXELS.ó



SCROLL DOWN (MAKE SURE THEREõS NO

SPECIAL EFFECTS ) AND IT IS SET TO òJPGó 

(JPEG FILE ) THEN CLICK òRESIZE PIC!ó

You can use these 

special effects if you 

want, but consider 

how it would fit 

into your template.



THIS PAGE APPEARS NEXT . SELECT òSAVE

TO DISK.ó



THIS WINDOW APPEARS , CLICK òSAVE.ó



THEN THIS WINDOW APPEARS . SELECT A

LOCATION WHERE YOU WANT TO SAVE IT AND

CLICK òSAVE.ó



THEN THIS WINDOW APPEARS . CLICK

òCLOSE.ó



THEN DRAG YOUR PICTURE FROM A MY

COMPUTER WINDOW TO A FOLDER IN YOUR

WEBSITE .

I dragged the 

òrsz_1arrowfrog1ó 

file into the 

òimagesó folder in 

my website.



NOW GO INTO THE MODIFY STYLE WINDOW FOR THE DIV THAT

THE IMAGE RESIDES IN AND SELECT òBROWSEó IN

BACKGROUNDS TO FIND THE REPLACEMENT FILE .



THIS WINDOW APPEARS . FIND AND SELECT

THE IMAGE FILE AND CLICK òOPEN.ó
